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 MEMBERSHIP AT HALE GARDENS TENNIS CLUB 

The club has 5 artificial grass courts, and one all weather court, all 

floodlit. The clubhouse has changing rooms, showers, and a licensed 

refreshment bar. 

Prospective members are entitled to play twice as visitors, prior to 

applying to join. Application forms are available in the Clubhouse, or are 

downloadable from the website, or speak to any Committee member.  

There are several club sessions every week (see Court Availability chart), 

as well as Coach led sessions for all levels from absolute beginners 

through to team players.  The club also has an extensive Junior 

programme covering all age groups and standards from 4 to 18 years of 

age.  Juniors over 12 years of age also have their own Coach led club 

night.  For new members, we offer an optional free ½ hour session with 

the Coach, who will be able to give you an induction to the club, the 

coaching programme and the various opportunities for play. 

Members playing in the club sessions must provide tennis balls of a good 

standard.  Used match balls are usually available at a nominal cost, or 

local sports shops usually will give a discount to members.  Suitable 

tennis shoes are essential to avoid damage to the courts.
